The quilt is
primarily machine pieced with fusible appliqué details. The finished quilt measures
72” x 63”. You will replicate the quilt using the special fabrics provided in your BOM
kits that we used in our very own quilt. With your paid membership fee, you will
receive your Heart & Home Accessory Fabric Packet.

This is a 6-month program. Classes are generally held on the 4™ Tuesday or 4™
Saturday of each month starting in September. Sign-ups are being taken now to
reserve your kit and space.

Machine Embroidery Club:
