ABCs of Log Cabin: ...with the Bearly Quilting Staff

Are you ready to go beyond beginning quilting? Learn the techniques of making traditional
log cabin quilts using Marti Mitchells’ methods and ruler. Follow along in her book while
using her ruler and learn that a log cabin quilt can be as easy as “ABC”. This is a 3-week
course with classes held on consecutive Thursday evenings according to the following
schedule:

Cost: $25 plus supplies

Classes: Thursday, Sept. 30th, Oct. 7th & 14th from 6-8:30pm
Beginning Garment Class: ...with Ardyth Brady

This 2-day workshop will help students gain the confidence and basic skills required to

complete a simple shirt pattern. You will learn to read a pattern, fabric layout and cutting,
marking the garment, create button holes, and general garment construction.

Cost: $30 (including pattern)

Classes: Sat, Oct. 2nd & Sun, Oct. 3rd from 10:30-4pm
Braid Table Runner: ...with the Bearly Quilting Staff

In this class we will construct a table runner. These quilts are a lot of fun to make, once
you've learned the technique, the variations are endless. French Braids give you a lot of
quilt for your sewing time. Although they look complicated, the quilts are simple to piece.

Cost: $25 Class: Saturday, October 9th from 10:30-4:30pm
Intermediate Machine Quilting: ..with Jill Schumacher

Jill Schumacher will be back to teach another 1-day “Intermediate Machine Quilting”
workshop. This class is for those who have explored beginning machine quilting, but
would like to learn more. This class is geared toward the quilter who can do simple
machine quilting basics, but wants to learn more elaborate designs and how to stitch
them. The class is taught using your home sewing machine. You will learn to quilt
beautiful feather designs, borders, and adding decorative background quilting

designs. You will have a miniature whole cloth quilt suitable for a wall hanging or to be
made into a designer pillow when you complete your project.

“Bag Lady” Class: ...with Cheryl Guhl

Paper Piecing: ...with Dee Christopher

This is a one-day introduction to hand appliqué, using a pattern provided by the instructor.
You will learn the fast starch-turned method of preparing appliqué shapes, and glue-
basting the shapes into place, then hand sewing using the invisible tack stitch.
