Intermediate Machine Quilting: ..with Jill Schumacher

Jill Schumacher will be back to teach another 1-day “Intermediate Machine Quilting”
workshop. This class is for those who have explored beginning machine quilting, but
would like to learn more. This class is geared toward the quilter who can do simple
machine quilting basics, but wants to learn more elaborate designs and how to stitch them.
This class is taught using your home sewing machine. You will learn to quilt beautiful
feather designs, borders, and decorative background quilting designs. When you have
completed your project, you will have a miniature whole cloth quilt suitable for a wall
hanging or to be made into a designer pillow.

“I Have a Serger...Now What?”: ..with Ardyth Brady

Want to get to know your serger? Come and see what your serger can do for you...no
matter what brand you have! Ardyth will teach you the tricks of using your serger. Learn
how to thread your machine, adjust tension, and sew all the stitches your serger is capable
of doing. Serging is more versatile than you think. You won’t make a particular project in
this class, so bring lots of scrap fabrics to practice on.

(This is an introductory
serger class).
